Grace and peace be to you from God our creator and our Lord and savior, Jesus the Christ! My
article for this month is an important one as | have some very interesting news that concerns the
future of our congregation and ministry. Some of you are already aware of what I’m about to
share, but it’s imperative that I inform all of you now lest we beset ourselves with unnecessary
rumors and rumblings.

Over the summer, | was approached by the dean of our conference, Pastor Ed Barnett,
regarding the possibility of another church in the conference merging with ours. Incarnation
Lutheran Church in Cedarhurst has experienced vast decline in attendance and giving the past
few years to the point that they are no longer a viable congregation. Recognizing this somber
reality and wanting to be proactive, they made the difficult decision to look into a shared
ministry/merger with another church, and they named us as their desired choice. All of this was
presented to our church council in September and we voted to pursue this idea further.

Following the council’s approval, some of our council members met with a few of
Incarnation’s council members last month here at St. John’s. We were blessed at that meeting
to have Pastor Richard Hill join us as a consultant. Pastor Hill has a lot of experience in this
area and he has helped numerous congregations with doing shared ministry. We are very
fortunate to have his knowledge and guidance as we move forward in this process.

Right now this is just a conversation; nothing is set in stone. We have agreed with
Incarnation to form a team that will explore some possible ways that we can get better
acquainted with one another, and begin identifying specific actions we can take collaboratively
as congregations. A merger is something to talk about later on, and ultimately that may not
even happen depending on the synod’s actions, various NY state laws, etc. That being said, the
folks from Incarnation are fully aware and prepared that they might eventually need to sell their
property in order to form a new congregation with us.

If you have any questions, suggestions, or concerns about any of this, we will have a
short congregational meeting on Sunday, October 18" following our 9:30am service. This
meeting will provide you with an opportunity to share your thoughts and feelings as well as to
learn more about what I’ve discussed above. In the meantime, please keep the faithful people
of Incarnation Lutheran Church in your prayers. Some of their kids have already joined our
Sunday School so if you some new faces, greet them and welcome them!
